For the third year in a row Ski Magazine readers’ survey has ranked Powder Mountain #1 in value and #3 for snow quality for the 2009 season.

Snow purists prefer Powder Mountain Resort where only genuine, fallen-from-the-sky Utah powder graces its slopes.  Its ski and board season usually lasts from mid-November to mid-April.

After more than 60 years as a little-known hideaway for Utah powder skiers, Snowbasin burst onto the world stage at the Olympic Winter Games in February 2002.  Snowbasin offers high alpine bowls, steep chutes, perfectly groomed cruisers, deep-powder glades and two of the most challenging downhill race courses ever traced on a mountain.  Go for the gold, the “facilities”, that is.
High speed gondolas, chairlifts and a tram whisk snowsport and food lovers up nearly 3,000 vertical feet into the distant corners of this vast arena, unveiling an endless variety of choices that satisfy all appetites.
